Thank you for submitting the plans for the UPS Store.  The plans have been carefully reviewed by a qualified code enforcement official to examine for full compliance with the North Carolina Fire Prevention Code and all other fire protection regulatory documents.  There are some items that were found during the plan review process that need to be addressed before a final inspection of the new facility can be given.  These items are outlined and described below.

·  Fire Extinguishers
· Fire extinguishers shall be placed not to exceed 75’ of travel distance.
· The fire extinguishers provided shall have a minimum rating of 2A 10B: C and shall not be installed higher than 5 feet above the finished floor.
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·  Emergency Lighting
· All emergency lighting, provided prior to upfit, shall be in proper operating condition at time of final inspection.

· Any changes made in illumination requirements, due to equipment placement or storage arrangements shall be addressed before final inspection.
· Emergency lighting is required for exit discharge at all labeled exits.
·  Knox Box

· Keys for the front entrance door shall be provided in a knox box for the premises.  The knox box shall be installed near the front entrance on the outside of the building.
· Fire Alarm System and Fire Sprinkler System
· Building plans indicate on the building code summary sheet that there will be a fire alarm and fire sprinkler systems installed in the building, submit plans and specifications for approval prior to installation or modifications of the systems.  An acceptance test must be conducted on the fire alarm & fire sprinkler systems and witnessed by the fire marshal.

· Sprinkler Systems 
· Provide sprinkler shop drawings from the installing contractor.

· System additions and modifications shall be in accordance with NFPA 13.

·  Physical Address ( ie: suite Number if Applicable )
· The physical address of the building shall be posted in a conspicuous place so that it can be seen on approach from the road, access road, and/or parking lot.

· The numbers used to make up the physical address shall be at least 6 inches in height. 

· The physical address needs to be posted on the rear of the building also. 
· Notes:
   
· A final fire inspection is required.

· Schedule all fire inspections through the Fire Marshal’s Office.
