Planting Layout

of plant locations.

Drainage

eThe Landscape Contractor shall be responsible for adequate drainage from all plants. If during the planting
operations, the Landscape Contractor determines that water conditions are such that drain lines or other drainage
measures are necessary. he shall notify the Owner’s representative prior to installation.

Planting

*Planting hole should be at least 2 times the diameter of rootball and no deeper than height of rootball.

*Slope the sides of the hole.

ePlant at grade. where possible. and no more than 2 - 3" above grade.

Do not plant too deep or too high as plants wil either suffer root rot or root drying. respectively.

*Do not place loose soil or disturb soil at the bottom of the hole Cpitd to prevent sinking.

Mulching and Protection

Pre—emergent is to be applied at the times and rates specified on the package and only as recommended by the
maker. Do not use herbicides that may be detrimental to adjacent lawns.

clean, fresh long leaf pihe straw within one day of planting. Do not place mulch within six Inches (68D of the trunk
of woody plants.

Planting Maintenance

eMaintain work immediately after installation until Final Acceptance.

eMaintain sodded and seeded lawns by protecting. watering. fertilizing. weeding. mowing. trimming. and other operations
such as rolling. regrading. replanting and patching of bare spots as required to establish a smooth., acceptable lawn.
free of eroded or bare areas.

eMaintain planting by protecting. watering. weeding. cultivating. and mulching.

*Prior to Final Inspection, all plant beds shall be free from weeds and edged neatly to a lhe as shown on the
drawings. Plant tags of all description shall be removed by the Landscape Contractor.

Guarantee and Replacement

Note: The Owner accepts responsibiity for maintenance at the time of Final Acceptance. The Contractor is required
to make regular Inspections of the site during the Warranty period. If. on regular inspection of the site. the
Contractor determines that neglect. vandalism. or other conditions beyond the Contractor’s control have resulted in
the poor health or death of a plant or grassed area, the Contractor shall immediately report such conditions to the
Landscape Architect or Owner’s representative in writing.

Plantings

eThe Contractor shal warrant that all plants planted under this Contract wil be healthy and in a vigorous. thriving
condition for 12 monthe from date of Final Acceptance.

eThe Contractor shal replace. without cost to the Owner. all dead plants and/or all plants not in a vigorous. thriving
condition. as determined by the Landscape Architect during and at the end of the Warranty Period.

*Replacements shall closely match adjacent specimens of the same specles and shall be subject to all requirements of
the specification. including the warranty provisions.

eAny dead or dying plant material shall be removed at once and noted In writing to the Owner.

eDead or dying plants shall be removed immediately by the Contractor and inventoried for replacement. They shall
be replaced as soon as practical. If trees must be removed. remove the entire root ball and fill the hole with
planting soll.

sReplacement: At the end of the twelve (12> month warranty period. any plant required under this contract that
has previously been removed and not yet replanted. is dead, is not in satisfactory condition, or iIs missing, shall be
replaced as soon as conditions permit. but during the normal planting season.

eMaterials and Operations: All replacements shall be plants of the same kind as originally planted and shall be of size
equal to that attained by adjacent plants of the same kind at the time replacement Is made. All costs of
replacement shall be borne by the Landscape Contractor. All replacements are subject to the ful warranty
provisions stated herein.
