YOU ARE HEREBY GIVEN NOTIFICATION THAT THE ABOVE PROPERTY IS IN VIOLATION OF THE HARNETT COUNTY           UNIFIED DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE.

The Harnett County Planning Department recognizes that Hunters Point; Phase 1 Subdivision is currently in violation of the Harnett County Unified Development Ordinance.  The nature of the violation centers around the failure of the developer to transfer road maintenance to the North Carolina Department of Transportation.  This development of Hunters Point, Phase 1 Subdivision was approved under the provisions of Harnett County Subdivision Ordinance which is now regulated as the Harnett County Unified Development Ordinance.  This development was recorded with the Harnett County Register of Deeds as a final plat of subdivision on behalf of SHC Holdings, Inc.  According to our records, SHC Holdings, Inc. is the owner and developer of the final map approved and recorded on December 27, 2006; Map Book 2006-1128-1131.  This requirement of maintenance and transfer can be found in the Harnett County Unified Development Ordinance, specifically under Article VII, Section 14.0 (Installation & Maintenance of Required Improvements).
    Due to the current violation, Harnett County shall not issue any further building permits in Hunters Point, Phase 1 Subdivision until we receive confirmation from the North Carolina Department of Transportation that the roads in Hunters Point, Phase 1 Subdivision has been added to the state system.  Failure to bring compliance to this violation shall force Harnett County to engage in further enforcement actions as prescribed by the Harnett County Unified Development Ordinance found in Article XIII (Enforcement & Penalties). 
In order to render compliance to this violation, the following measures must be performed.
1. The subdivision developer must construct and maintain all roads within the subdivision to meet the requirements found in the most current edition of the NCDOT, Division of Highways, and Subdivision Roads Minimum Construction Standards.

2. The subdivision developer must formally notify the District Engineer from the NC Department of Transportation and initiate the process of transferring the responsibility of street maintenance. 

In accordance with Article XIII, Section 7.0 (Compliance Period), compliance to this violation must be reached by the following date of compliance.  

Compliance Date:  November 28, 2022
Until compliance is reached, you are hereby charged with a violation against the Harnett County Unified Development Ordinance as described above.  Failure to comply with the Harnett County Unified Development Ordinance will force the County to seek remedies through the courts under Chapter 153A, Article IV, Section 153A-123 of the North Carolina General Statues.  Violations of the Ordinance shall constitute a misdemeanor and Harnett County has the authority to seek compliance through civil or criminal actions.  A civil action shall be punishable by a fine not to exceed one hundred ($100.00) dollars and may be charged as a separate offense for each day the violation continues.  A criminal action shall be punishable by imprisonment not to exceed thirty (30) days.  Also, the Court will be requested to impose upon you the costs of such proceedings, including any attorney’s fees, which might be authorized by law.  Further, in accordance with the Unified Development Ordinance of Harnett County, Article XIII Enforcement and Penalties, Section 9.0 Right of Appeal: If any notice of violation or penalty is issued, the applicant has thirty (30) days to appeal the action of the Zoning Administrator to the Board of Adjustment.  Beyond the decision of the Board of Adjustment, recourse shall be to the Courts as provided by law.  The application for appeal may be obtained online at www.harnett.org or may be picked up at the Harnett County Development Services building located at 420 McKinney Parkway. Lillington, NC 27546.
