Each day the violation exists after the expiration of the compliance period shall constitute a separate offence and be charged as a separate violation.    In addition, the County may seek judicial enforcement such as court ordered injunctions and orders of abatement.  Further, in accordance with the Unified Development Ordinance of Harnett County, Article XV Administration Enforcement and Penalties, Section 3.5 Right of Appeal: If any notice of violation or penalty is issued, the applicant has thirty (30) days to appeal the action of the Zoning Administrator to the Board of Adjustment.  Beyond the decision of the Board of Adjustment, recourse shall be to the Courts as provided by law.
